be responsible for the overview of the Council’s activities by reference to the elements of the strategic and budgetary framework set out in the Policy and Performance Plan;

f)
review and comment on current policy developments;

g)
consider policy issues on the Cabinets’ Forward Plan;

h)
review the effectiveness of policy decisions;
i)
make advisory recommendations to the Cabinet or Council.

Terms of Reference

The remit of this Committee recognises that the environment plays a key role in making Suffolk an attractive place to live, work, and visit, and as such it will deal with strategic planning issues as well as examining issues linked to ensuring that the environment is maintained and improved for future generations.

In particular, the Committee’s remit recognises that issues of waste management are amongst the most important confronting the County Council.

This Committee, in considering the impact that the County’s economy has on the lives of people living in Suffolk, may also examine issues around how the Council and other organisations, with which it works, support existing businesses, attract new employers and encourage tourism.
