c) What changes have the Hospital made to its service in response to the changes to the block contract it had with the GY&W PCT for 2006/07.

d) What is, or what will be, the impact on patient and users of the affected services.

background

4. At its meeting on 18 June 2007 the Committee considered a paper on the financial recovery plans of the Great Yarmouth and Waveney Primary Care Trust (PCT) – Agenda item 6.  

5. At that meeting, the Committee heard that the Great Yarmouth and Waveney PCT’s recovery plan included potential savings of about £1.5m through reductions in the block contracts with the James Paget University Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust for 2007/08.

6. The Committee wanted an opportunity to understand the impact of these saving on patient care and to receive information on issues concerning the efficient delivery of services at the James Paget University Hospitals.
