(b)
to be significant in terms of its effects on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more wards or electoral divisions in the area of the local authority.

Threshold

Suffolk County Council has adopted a threshold of £500,000 for key decisions.

This plan includes decisions which the decision maker has decided are key decisions in that they


(a)
involve significant expenditure or savings; or


(b)
have a significant effect on communities

even though they are either below the adopted threshold or impact on people in one electoral division only.
