7. Little Bealings to kesgrave high school

9. UPDATE ON REPORT R05/04: STOWLANGTOFT TO IXWORTH MIDDLE SCHOOL

It was noted that a health visitor, in liaison with the family GP, stated that the medical condition of the applicant’s disabled daughter should not restrict her from being outdoors.  In addition, the family was considered to be known to many people locally, including parents’ groups, so there could be others who could help and accompany their son to school when required.

The Sub-Committee agreed that once verification of the GP’s comments are received formally, the decision to reject the appeal be confirmed.

Decision: That subject to receipt of the GP’s comments, the appeal be rejected.

Reason of Decision: The route was not considered dangerous for an accompanied Middle School age child pedestrian.
