1. declarations of interest and dispensations

3. outstanding enforcement matters/appeals lodged

Notification of a further appeal had been received, also since the report had been published. The appeal was against the Enforcement Notice which had been served in connection with the retention of a concrete batching plant at Barton Mills.

It was explained that the Environment Agency had delayed issuing a permit for the extension of the Lackford landfill site pending investigation of the potential impact on ground water. It was understood their investigations would be completed by the end of the year and a decision would be made shortly thereafter.
