1. election of chair

6. draft east of england regional waste management strategy

The Committee considered paper S02/19 [copy in the minute book] setting out a number of detailed recommendations and comments intended to help define and clarify the role of the draft regional Waste Management Strategy, particularly in guiding the preparation of Waste Local Plans.  The Committee noted that the report had previously been considered by the Sustainable Suffolk Overview & Scrutiny Committee when it had been agreed that recommendation 34 (c) on page 5 should be amended by adding at the end the words “especially in relation to possible measures to stimulate the market for recyclates.”

The Committee expressed the hope that the regional strategy would tackle the vexed question of reducing commercially and industrially produced waste at source, although it was accepted that such a move would probably require a change in primary legislation.  It was confirmed that the Regional Conference would be urged to consider seriously the feasibility of formatting planning conditions to prevent facilities receiving waste from outside a given radius.

Decision:  The Committee agreed that the content of paper S02/19, as amended by the Sustainable Suffolk Overview & Scrutiny Committee, should be made known to the Regional Technical Advisory Body.

Reason for the decision:  To make known the Authority’s concerns about certain shortcomings in the draft regional waste management strategy.
