The information would be presented on a quarterly basis for the periods April to June, July to September, October to December and January to March.

Introduction
7. This report consists of performance information for the period 01 April 2009 – 31 March 2010 in relation to :

Table 1: NI, LPI and Charter Standards
NI 157: The number of Minerals & Waste applications determined within 13 weeks (note Indicator excludes applications subject to Environmental Impact Assessment)
9. The performance against this indicator, 69%, exceeds the target of 60%.  The indicator does however relate to a small number of applications and the figure tends to be volatile.  It also includes a varied range of application which, whilst classified as “major” for the purposes of the indicator can, on occasions, be relatively modest in scope and impact.
County Council Development LP1 and LP1a)
10. Performance for County Council Development used to be measured against an eight-week target.  However, changes in definition now split these into “major” for which the relevant time period for determination is 13 weeks and “minor” for which the time period eight weeks.  For both the target is set at 60% within the relevant period.
11. The figure for these categories are as follows

e) Minor applications 56%. 
f) Major applications 67%

12. Performance in both cases is around the 60% target set.  This has been a relatively busy year for County Council applications with a significant number of larger applications resulting from, for example, the Building Schools for the Future, School Organisation Review, and Children’s Centre programmes.

Average Time Taken and Percentage Determined within 16 Weeks

13. At 9.34 weeks, this has exceeded the target of 12-weeks.  The percentage of applications approved within a 12-week period was marginally above the 80% target at 82%.
Charter Standards 

14. The figures achieved are all above the target figure of 90%.  I think this reflects well on the effort and commitment of the single Resource Assistant who is critical to the achievement of these targets.
