MINUTES of the meeting of the ROADS AND TRANSPORT SCRUTINY COMMITTEE held on 25 October 2010 at 2.00 pm in the Rose Room, Endeavour House, Ipswich

22. Declarations of interest and dispensations
Councillor Robin Vickery declared a personal interest in Agenda item 4, Ipswich Park and Ride: Call-In of Decision by the Cabinet, by virtue of the fact that he was a Councillor at Ipswich Borough Council. 
23. Minutes of the previous meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on 9 September 2010 were approved as an accurate record and signed by the Chairman.

Councillor Terry Clements arrived at 2.10 pm. 

24. Ipswich Park and Ride: Call-In of Decision by the Cabinet 
The Committee received a report at Agenda item 4 by the Director for the Economy, Skills and Environment, following the call-in by Councillors David Wood, Kathy Pollard Inga Lockington, Penny Otton and John Field. The call-in related to the decision taken by Cabinet on 12 October 2010 to approve, in principal, the withdrawal of Ipswich Park and Ride Services from the Bury Road site in Ipswich. 
The Grounds on which the call-in was based were set out in the report. Councillor Kathy Pollard moved the motion, duly seconded by Councillor John Field that the Committee was concerned about the decision and the matter be referred back to the Cabinet setting out the nature of the Committee’s concerns about the decision.
Following an opportunity for the members of the Committee to ask questions relating to the information provided in the officer’s report the Committee debated the main item. 

Consideration of Call-in
On 12 October 2010, Agenda Item 4, to which this minute refers, was considered by the Cabinet and the Cabinet agreed:


(i) the withdrawal of Ipswich Park and Ride services from the Bury Road site at the earliest opportunity after Christmas 2010, be approved, in principle; and

(ii) the Director for Economy, Skills and Environment be authorised to negotiate with First (as operator of the service) and Ipswich Borough Council (as owner of the site) to manage the service withdrawal so as to maximise net savings and minimise, as far as possible, inconvenience to users of the service.
Recommendation: On a vote being taken, three members voted in favour of the motion and eight voted against, with one abstention.  Accordingly, the motion was not carried. The voting indicated that the majority view of the Committee was that it was not concerned about the decision taken by the Cabinet on 12 October 2010 and the decision could be implemented. 
Reason for Recommendation: The Committee recognised that the Cabinet had sufficient information to enable it to make a reasoned decision in relation to the closure of the Bury Road Park and Ride site in Ipswich. 
Alternative options: The Committee could have referred the decision back to the Cabinet setting out, in writing, its reasons for so doing.  
Declarations of interest: There were none declared. 
Dispensations: There were none reported. 
25. Urgent Business 
There was none considered.
