54. Apologies for absence and substitutions
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Stephen Frost and Richard Kemp (substituted by Councillor John Field).
55. Declarations of interests and dispensations
There were none declared.
56. Minutes of the previous meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on 3 March 2011 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

57. Variation of Condition, Unit 3, Meadow View Farm, Earl Stonham
The Committee received a report at Agenda Item 4, which sought consent for
a proposed Variation of Condition 1 (Approved Details) of Planning permission MS/2963/09 (Permanent use of the buildings to accommodate equine and pet incinerator) to allow the storage of vet clinical waste at Unit 3, Meadow View Farm, Earl Stonham, to enable its bulk transportation to final disposal site.
The Committee noted that the emerging Waste Core Strategy, referred to in paragraph 37 of the report, was now the adopted Waste Core Strategy, having been approved by the County Council at its meeting on 17 March 2011.


The Committee also noted that the applicant stated in the application that the ability to bulk up clinical wasted would reduce traffic movements from the site by one vehicle per day.
A representation had been received from Mr Cattermole, querying the legitimacy of the previous decision by the Development Control Committee in December 2009, where the Committee report recommended approval subject to, amongst other matters, no objection being received from the Planning Inspectorate.  Members noted in paragraph 45 of the report at Agenda Item 4 that correspondence received from the Planning Inspectorate at the time of the previous site application, for the permanent retention of the incinerator, stated that the Inspectorate’s jurisdiction for the site had ceased.  The Committee accepted this as a correct reflection of the situation.

On the proposition of Councillor Peter Beer, seconded by Councillor Bill Sadler, it was proposed that the application be granted, subject to the conditions recommended in the report by the Director for Economy, Skills and Environment.
Decision:  The Committee agreed that the application be GRANTED subject to the conditions outlined in the report by the Director for Economy, Skills and Environment.
Reason for Decision: 

In light of the Development Plan and other relevant material considerations, the Committee did not consider the provision of sealed bins within the building to be objectionable.

The Committee was aware that the business activities had not given rise to any substantiated complaints and provided a useful service for the handling of dead animals and associated wastes.
