The Committee is asked to note decisions taken by the Cabinet Member for Roads and Transport in response to recommendations received from the Rights of Way Committee meeting held on 16 January 2013.
1. Review of Gating Order for footpath between Selvale Way and Langley Avenue, Felixstowe (Agenda Item 8)
Committee Recommendation The Committee agreed that the Cabinet Member for Roads and Transport be recommended to approve the continuations of the existing order “Suffolk County Council (Parish of Felixstowe) (Footpath between Selvale Way and Langley Avenue) Gating Order 2011” and the locked gates remain in the locations detailed below:  There shall remain a locked gate at:

a) OS grid reference 62919 23497 approximately 21 metres from Langley Avenue at the front of 43 Selvale Way; and

b) OS grid reference 62918 23495 approximately 2 metres from Selvale Way at the rear of 43 Selvale Way; both on the footpath between Selvale Way and Langley Avenue, Felixstowe, such that the public right of way shall be restricted at all times.

5. Suffolk County Council(Parish of Middleton) (Various Roads) (20 MPH and 30 MPH Speed Limit, De-restriction and Revocation) Order 201- (Agenda Item 12)
Committee Recommendation: The Committee by majority agreed that the proposal be rejected and that the Cabinet Member for Roads and Transport not be recommended to make the order.

Cabinet Member Decision: The Cabinet Member for Roads and Transport did not accept the Rights of Way Committee recommendation and decided to approve the making of the order.

Reason for Cabinet Member decision: 


There is strong support from the County Councillor and the Parish Council and strong support from the local police and it seems that the formal objections from the Police are based on a national agenda rather that addressing the local issues.  


Given the local support, this presented an opportunity to establish what the impact of a 20MPH speed limit would have on a character of a Suffolk village.  On this basis, the recommendation of the Committee is not upheld and approval is given to make the 20MPH order.
