In accordance with Rule 3.1, the following Motions have been received:

Motion 1 proposed by Councillor Sandra Gage and seconded by Councillor Sandy Martin.

“The County Council Cabinet paper of 9 July 2013 suggests that confirmation of the £1 million contribution from Suffolk County Council to the A14 Cambridge to Huntington project be conditional on provision of a toll free alternative route accessible to HGV’s and other traffic. As it is now clear that no such route is to be provided, this Council calls on the administration to withdraw the offer of £1 million pounds support to the government project unless and until the proposal to impose tolls on this road is rescinded.”
Motion 2 proposed by Councillor Mark Bee and seconded by Councillor Graham Newman.
“This council:
· Welcomes the government’s plans for improvements to the A14. 

· Is nevertheless concerned at proposals for a toll

· Notes that tolling is not proposed in other similar projects taking place across the country.

· Believes that these tolling arrangements would place additional costs on Suffolk residents and businesses that they can ill afford; would uniquely affect traffic to and from Suffolk; and would therefore put the county and its ports at a competitive disadvantage.

Therefore, this council resolves:

· To work with the LEP and other local partners to persuade the government to reconsider the need for tolling on this much-needed infrastructure project.”

Fire Evacuation Procedures

If you hear the alarm

1.
Follow the signs directing you to Fire Exits.

2.
There are two Fire Exits situated in the Council Chamber.  The one to the rear of the public gallery leads to the outside balcony. Once on the balcony, follow the sign to the fire exit door on the left and follow the stairs down to the Ground Floor and make your way to the football ground at Portman Road. 

3.
The other exit is to the left hand side of the Chamber.  This will take you through to the Members area, where you will be directed to an emergency fire door and external fire escape stairs.  Once outside, please make your way to the football ground at Portman Road.

4.
On hearing the alarm, please leave the building immediately via the Fire Exit, and make your way to the Assembly point located at the football ground at Portman Road, located at the rear of Endeavour House.

5.
Do not re-enter the building until told it is safe to do so.
