When this was sold and became Studlands housing estate and housing for RAF Mildenhall service men and women, the original gates were removed from the west side of the cottages and a new vehicular gate and pedestrian access was installed by RAF Mildenhall on the east side of Brickfields Cottages to allow access to the cottages from Exning Road and pedestrian access to the new housing estate via the opening.  The gate was for emergency services access.  These changes took place around the late 1960s/early 1970s and have allowed unrestricted use up until now. Interviewed 10/6/15. Believes route to have been in public use since 1970s.
